A FRESH PERSPECTIVE ON THE SUNDAY READINGS
HIS WORD TODAY by Rev. William J. Reilly
Second Sunday in Ordinary Time
January 17, 2016

“There was a wedding at Cana in Galilee, and the mother
of Jesus was there. Jesus and his disciples had likewise been
invited to the celebration... His mother instructed those
waiting on tables, ‘Do whatever he tells you.’ They did as he
instructed them...Thus did he reveal his glory, and his disci-
ples believed in him.”

The wedding which made Cana famous captures our atten-
tion today. How frequently Jesus used the image of a wed-
ding and marriage in His teaching.

Parables concerning brides and bridegrooms, wedding
banquets fill the scriptures. Old testament readings reflect on
covenants using the image of spouses, but today we find the
Lord at a wedding. We have been robbed! The union of man
and woman in the never-ending bond of love has been coopt-
ed. Legal opinions and legislation have stolen what has been
God's plan from the beginning. No problem.

Jesus gave His church a great gift. It is a living sign of His
presence in our world today. It is called the Sacrament of
Matrimony. It is a gift offered to assist and sustain a loving
couple in God'’s grace, to bind them together in a free, perma-
nent exclusive relationship that is open to life.

It is the sacrament of holy matrimony that couples live out
daily in our parishes, for which people are anxiously prepar-
ing. Just as at Cana, Jesus and his disciples, the church, are
there. May God bless all married couples.

SECOND SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

First Reading: Isaiah 62:1-5

Isaiah prophesizes that Jerusalem will again be held in high
esteem by God. He states that all nations will witness its glo-
ry. He compares a groom's joy toward his bride to the joy
that God will feel toward Jerusalem.

Second Reading: | Corinthians 12:4-11

Paul discusses the different gifts and talents bestowed upon
different individuals. He explains that each individual receives
various talents so that everyone can contribute something to
society.

Gospel: John 2:1-11

Jesus and Mary attended a wedding where Mary informed
Jesus that there was no more wine. At first he said it did not
concern him, but then he turned several jugs of water into
wine. His disciples were also present, and believed in him
more strongly after they witnessed the first sign of glory he
revealed to them.
