Last year 
we were awarded with the Top Fundraising Award! This is 
our third year, and everyone who has participated in this 
event has truly enjoyed the experience and can't wait to be a 
part of it again.  We are excited that this fun-filled day is just 
around the corner.   All of us have been affected by cancer, 
and “Relay for Life” is a way to express our concern. 
   Date: Saturday, June 18th at the Arlington High School Track 
from 10 am-10 pm. Special events: Opening Ceremony at    
10 am, followed by the Survivors Lap around the track. We 
encourage any survivors or those dealing with cancer to walk 
this lap.
